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Musicals in Diversified University Art Education

Abstract:In contemporary college art education, musicals are deeply popular among university students due to their
popularity, comprehensiveness, and accessibility to the public. However, most students only focus on their musical forms,
lack systematic appreciation abilities, and have vague perceptions of the differences between musicals and other art

forms such as opera and drama. To address this issue, this study takes musical teaching in college art education as the
research object, and systematically explores the artistic characteristics, appreciation approaches, characterization methods,
and educational values of musicals.

The study points out that musicals are essentially different from opera in terms of origin, theme, and expression. As a
modern popular art form integrating drama, music, dance, and stage art, musicals are characterized by high
comprehensiveness, entertainment, and marketization. In teaching practice, a scientific appreciation system should be
constructed from five dimensions: plot, music, performance, stage art, and creative connotation. Meanwhile, students’
aesthetic ability and cultural vision can be improved through interdisciplinary integration, comparison of Chinese and
foreign works, and campus rehearsal practices.

The study also clarifies that musical characterization follows a complete logic: "external image construction —
internal character expression — stage factor assistance", and the unity of external dynamic details and internal emotions
is the key to creating vivid characters. Findings show that offering musical appreciation courses in universities can not
only enhance students’ artistic accomplishment and humanistic spirit, cultivate imagination, creativity, and teamwork
ability, but also strengthen aesthetic education to achieve the integration of knowledge imparting and value guidance.

This study provides theoretical references and practical ideas for the curriculum construction, teaching mode innovation

of musicals, and the cultivation of interdisciplinary artistic talents in universities.
