Abstract:This paper focuses on the vocal training of musical theater performers, and systematically summarizes the
application characteristics of bel canto training, pop vocal training and Chinese-style musical singing techniques. In
terms of bel canto training, it clarifies the important role of thoracoabdominal breathing, resonance cavity application and
systematic training in the stability, expressiveness and role-building of musical performance from three aspects: singing
value, scientific principles and teaching practice. In terms of pop vocals, it analyzes the internal relationship between
basic skills such as articulation, breath control and throat opening and role interpretation, stage performance and timbre
shaping in musicals. Combined with the creation practice of Chinese-style musicals, it summarizes the diverse
performance styles including traditional opera, pop music and folk music, and concludes the localized singing techniques
from four dimensions: voice control, emotional expression, stage performance and vocal training. The study aims to
build a scientific, systematic and practical vocal training system for musical theater, and provide theoretical reference for

the professional training of performers and the artistic development of Chinese musicals.
